This fee also entitles one hour’s worth of consultation with the organist, if desired, and one rehearsal with any soloist or instrumentalist.  Please note that the organist does not attend the wedding rehearsal.

Please note that the organ and piano at Redeemer are presided over by its resident Director of Music and Organist.  Therefore the right of first refusal for wedding playing always resides with the resident organist.  If you desire another organist, you must obtain the approval of the resident organist, and the fee for the resident organist still applies (bench fee).  This policy honors the profession and the resident organist’s position, and it helps uphold the congregation’s musical standards.

Wedding Hostesses

Payable to hostesses ($50 each).  Wedding Hostesses are present for the rehearsal and the day of the wedding.

NOTE: The fee for any soloist or instrumentalist is additional.  The bride and groom are responsible for paying soloists or instrumentalists.  If our Director of Music makes the arrangements, Redeemer will inform the bride and groom of the amount due.
